International Terminal Project Update

KPFF Consulting Engineers and Natt McDougall Company
(NMC) presented a revised project schedule for the Port of
Newport’s International Terminal Renovation, which calls for
the team to be prepared to begin in-water construction
December 1, if the necessary permits are in hand. NMC will
finalize the Guaranteed Maximum Price on September 23,
assuming that KPFF has finished the 60% design by the end of
August, and the engineers feel that they are on track to do that.
Options for the controlled removal of water, oil, and asbestos
from the SS Hennebique are being explored. New cracks have
been found in the overhead of the engine room of the SS
Pasley. Port staff is working with KPFF and SWCA
Environmental Consultants on a mitigation plan to submit with
the Joint Permit Application for the project. In the meantime,
upland excavation work is underway at the terminal and
construction documents and contract specifications are being
reviewed for the new buildings to house the terminal office and
Port lessees.

General Manager Don Mann and Project Manager Pete
Dale presented a proposed budget to the Port Commission for
the relocation of refrigerated unit containers at the terminal.
The budget total is $24,565 and includes costs for electrical
wiring, a security fence, building repairs, and equipment rental.
The funds would come from the Port’s operating fund, not from
the terminal renovation construction fund. The Port currently
rents space for three refrigerated units and interest has been
indicated in having space for up to six units.

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The offshore and onshore whiting seasons will run simultaneously during the month of August,
although the onshore season could be cut short depending on the amount of bi-catch. Trident
Seafoods has a crew at the meal plant preparing for the upcoming season.

Road & Driveway began the upland excavation work at the terminal in July. Work is
progressing and paving will start on part of the terminal area in August.

The vessel count at the terminal dock for the month of July was 112. That number is up from 74
in July of 2007.

The wave energy buoy that was
deployed from the terminal last fall has
been recovered from the ocean floor.
The $2-million Finavera buoy sank at
its test site in 110-feet of water, about
2.5 miles off Agate Beach just a day
before its planned recovery last
November. Recovering the buoy was a
complex task. Fred Devine’'s 203-foot
tugboat Salvage Chief was one of
several tugs involved in the operation.
The Coast Guard imposed a 500-foot
restriction around the work site, to
protect divers and subsurface
equipment in the water. The test buoy
was brought up in pieces last week and
taken to a facility on the Yaquina River.
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Cruise Ship Project Update
The Cruise Vessel Feasibility Study Committee met on July 30 in the Port of Newport Conference
Room. The purpose of the meeting was to review the community conversation that was held on June 9
and discuss the process of recruiting additional committee members to be involved in the next steps of
developing a cruise vessel program for Newport. A draft action plan will be developed for the larger
steering committee to consider over the next several months.

The South Side
While fuel costs, rainy weather, and fishing restrictions have had a negative impact on RV and launch
ramp revenue at the South Beach Marina and RV Park, recreational moorage is up considerably,
resulting in a revenue increase of about $1,000 over June of 2007. Statistics show that 62% of the RV
guests at South Beach are return guests, which speaks well of the South Beach staff. The Fourth of July
three-day holiday was a safe and smooth one at South Beach, with minimal cleanup afterwards.
