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NOAA MOC-P Homeport Project Update

The NOAA Homeport Project is progressing rapidly and
going well. Work is currently underway at the South Beach
site, including test piles, demolition, excavation, and utilities. A
comprehensive plan has been developed to relocate part of
Yaquina Bay Fruit Processors’ operation to make room for the
NOAA facility. A project scope of work was bid by local
general contractors and Trevillian Construction, Seal Rock,
OR, was selected to do the work. West Coast Contractors
mobilized their barge crane and the test pile program has been
completed. Northwest Maritime will assist in sediment
sampling. Wiggins Towboat, Depoe Bay, OR, is providing
services for barge movements. Web-cam meetings between
NOAA and the project team are held weekly and the master
schedule indicates permits in hand by September 2010.

International Terminal Project Update

Natt McDougall Company (NMC) has completed a
demolition plan and estimate for the Terminal Renovation
Project and a peer review found that plan to be
comprehensive, complete, and viable. In conjunction with that,
KPFF Consulting Engineers has produced three alternatives
for full remediation of the Pasley and Hennebique and removal
of one or both of the ships. The project team is working to
determine the cost of the three alternatives, and whether they
would fit the budget and work scope in order to get the project
permitted and start work in the 2010 in-water work window.
The ultimate goal of the project is to have a complete dock
facility that is as multi-functional as possible for all users.
