International T erminal Project Update  
     Natt McDougall Company (NMC), Tualatin, OR, has signed 
a contract with the Port of Newport to serve as Construction 
Manager/General Contractor (CM/GC) for the Terminal 
Renovation Project.  NMC has been involved with the project 
since 2007.  Natt McDougall, president of NMC, attended the 
regular meeting of the Port Commission on June 22 to provide 
an update for the commissioners on the project.  He said that 
driving the permanent portion of the containment wall might 
begin as early as July, with physical work in August, followed 
by soil stabilization behind the Pasley in September.  
Demolition and remediation of the Pasley could start in late 
August with physical work to begin in October.  The water 
portion of the containment cell would be done during the in-
water work window, which starts November 1.  McDougall 
added that NMC’s goal now was to formulate a new budget for 
the project and then try to beat it.   
     Quade Commercial Construction, Lincoln City, has started 
construction of the two new upland buildings at the terminal 
site.  The buildings will house an office and shop for terminal 
operations, office space for J. Lamb Electric, and an office and 
warehouse for Foulweather Trawl.  There will also be space for 
stevedores and longshoremen and one additional small office 
space for lease in the future.   For more information on the 
terminal project, go to the Port of Newport’s website at 
www.portofnewport.com under Port Projects.     

NOAA MOC-P Homeport Project 
     West Coast Contractors was selected from a field of six 
bids for the in-water construction, pier, small boat dock, 
dredging, and mitigation excavation on the NOAA Homeport 
Project.  The bids were reviewed and scored by a selection 
committee made up of engineers, Port representatives, 
contractors, and members of the public because West Coast 
Contractors is part of the Andersen Construction/WCC Joint 
Venture that won the NOAA Homeport construction contract.  
Slabs have been poured for the buildings and underground 
utilities installed, and a yellow vapor shield is now in place over 
the concrete.  The bids for the pier work came in over budget 
but the construction portion was over by less than 1% so that 
gap can be filled by value engineering.   
     On June 30, the Port issued its Taxable Lease Revenue 
Bonds, Series 2010 (National Oceanic and Atmospheric 
Administration Marine Operations Center - Pacific Project) 
through the Port’s bond underwriter, Wedbush Securities, Inc.  
Together with the State of Oregon grant, the bond proceeds 
will be used to finance the capital construction and 
improvements for NOAA’s new Homeport Project.  According 
to the Port’s independent pricing advisor, The Charles Carter 
Company, “the interest rates on the Port’s bonds are very 
competitive and are favorable to the Port”.  Standard & Poor’s 
rated the Port’s bonds “AA-“ and anyone with an interest in

That number is up from 
97 in June of 2009.  The whiting season shut down before the Fourth of July holiday due to bi-catch 
up north but is expected to start up again on July 20.  J. Lamb Marine Electric has been working on 
the Alaska boat F/V Ruff & Ready, and Northern Refrigeration is working on refer systems for tuna 
vessels.  The Foulweather Trawl crew has been doing net work and getting ready to move into their 
new building.

The existing primary 
underground electrical system will be 
utilized to provide power for the 
relocation and will also provide 
temporary power to the lower fishing 
dock during the three construction 
phases of the project.  
     The daily moorage rate at the 
terminal has been reduced to 
accommodate the fishermen who 
use the facility for the inconvenience 
and extra expense of moving gear 
that will occur during construction.   
The proposed rate was $62.50 per 
day.  It was reduced to the 1998 rate 
of $55.00 per day.
