International Terminal Project Update

Natt McDougall Company (NMC) continues to remove clean
and contaminated material from the SS Pasley and SS
Hennebique. The contaminated material is being hauled to the
Coffin Butte landfill facility. Concrete core test samples were
taken from six locations on the Pasley and test results found all
samples to be inert, so the concrete can be used as fill on site
or in the Hennebique.

Work on both ships is slightly behind schedule but NMC
expects the time to be made up as the remediation continues.
Amendment 9 to the CM/GC contract with NMC in the amount
of $946,885.14 was approved by the Port Commission at the
Work Session on June 28. There has been no further
expenditure of the contingency that is carried in the contract
amendments during the last month. There are budget
shortfalls in each phase of the project and funding options are
being discussed.

Bell M. Shimada Arrives in Newport
NOAA MOC-P Homeport Project Update

The entire NOAA MOC-P Project was completed on June
22, a week ahead of the July 1 requirement, and certificates of
substantial completion and occupancy have been received.
The final report on the budget for the project is expected this
month. Project Manager Day CPM expects savings in the
budget and the project is also expected to meet or exceed all
state requirements.

The NOAA research vessel Bell M. Shimada was the first
ship of the NOAA fleet to tie at the new MOC-P pier. She
arrived in her homeport on June 17. (See photo above.) The
Bell M. Shimada is expected back in Newport, along with the
NOAA ship Rainier, on or about July 11.

In addition to regular daily and weekly duties, the north side operations crew cut up and disposed of a
seized fishing vessel, removed barrels and bags of ballast from F/V Helen McColl, prepared stakes for eel
grass planting at South Beach, and mowed the hillsides above the Port Dock 5 and Port Dock 3 parking
areas. The crew also cleaned up a fuel spill in the marina, and pumped 950 gallons of used oil and oily
water from the Port’s oil recycle tank to be delivered to a recycling company in Portland.

The Port Dock 5 header and gangway project has been identified as the top priority maintenance item
for 2011/2012. The dock at Port Dock 5 is more than 60 years old. The project will require an in-water
work permit. Discussions are ongoing about ingress and egress during construction.

Commissioner David Jincks administered the oaths of office for Commissioner Ginny Goblirsch and
Commission JoAnn Barton at the regular monthly meeting on June 28. The following slate of officers was
appointed for 2011/2012: JoAnn Barton, President; Ginny Goblirsch, Vice-President; David Jincks,
Secretary; Don Mathews, Treasurer; Dean Fleck, Assistant Secretary-Treasurer.
