International Terminal Project Update

Natt McDougall Company (NMC) is removing both clean
and contaminated material from the SS Pasley and SS
Hennebique. A total of 2,600 tons of contaminated material
has been removed from both ships and delivered to the Coffin
Butte Landfill in Corvallis, OR. A DEQ representative visited
the project site on May 5, 2011 and all operations were in
compliance. The water treatment system was down for three
days due to silt build up but is back in operation. The water
being discharged into the bay is tested regularly and is found
to be cleaner after treatment than the bay water.

The main focus at this time is cleanup of the Pasley, in
order to meet the timeline for the Pasley's demolition,
construction of the pier, and removal of the cofferdam during
the next in-water work window (November 1, 2011-February
15, 2012). Sealing leaks in the Pasley has been a challenge
because there were more hull penetrations than anticipated.
The schedule is running slightly behind on remediation of both
ships, but good progress is being made and NMC is confident
that the time will be made up.

$10,349,099 has been spent on the project so far. No
contingency funds were expended during the month of May,
leaving $2,605,000 in the project budget.

NOAA MOC-P Homeport Project Update

Planning sessions are underway for a formal dedication and
open house of the new NOAA Marine Operations Center-
Pacific facility August 20-21, 2011. Details of that event will be
announced.

More than 20,000 yards of fill material has been removed
from the sand pile at the NOAA site by contractors, developers,
and members of the public. Periodic leveling operations will
lower the elevation. Two large sprinklers have been placed on
top of the sand pile, and a third will be added, to reduce the
amount of blowing sand.

Both meetings in the Port Conference Room
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Seventy-nine fishing vessels used the terminal dock during the month of May. That number is
down from 98 vessels in May of 2010.

Foulweather Trawl is repairing whiting nets and building new cod ends and excluders for some
of the fleet.

Northern Refrigeration has been working on refer units for the local whiting boats. The shore
side whiting opener is scheduled for June 15.

J. Lamb Marine Electric has been building new electrical panels for fishing boats and installing
new refer units.

Monitoring continues on the SS
Pasley. Enough material has been
removed that the ship is moving up 1-2
inches on high tides and then settles
back down. More than 665,000 gallons
of water were pumped from the engine
room in one day. Oil residue on the
concrete in the engine room looks to
be difficult and expensive to pressure
blast, so consideration is being given to
salvaging the steel, and then cutting
and crushing those sections and
hauling them to Coffin Butte Landfill as
contaminated material if the residue
cannot be rendered inert.

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The North Side

The Port has taken custody of one commercial vessel and four recreational vessels that have been
seized for delinquent moorage or turned over to the Port. The boats are for sale. Call Barb Martin at
541-265-7758 for more information.

In addition to providing hoist dock services over the past month, the north side operations crew
replaced shore power outlets and breakers and pagoda lights on the docks, delivered work barges to
fishing vessels, and removed logs from the marina. Wood, oil and oily water, and crab line were recycled,
and the stripes were repainted on the hoist dock. The crew surveyed the piling, supporting structure, and
utilities at the Port Dock 5 pier in preparation for a major maintenance project there. The ODF&W sea
lion capture cage was sent out for repairs and will be placed back on its floating dock at Port Dock 1, after
the cage is inspected for safety. The capture cage is used to temporarily sequester sea lions that have
become entangled with rope, fishing line, and other materials, prior to veterinary treatment. The project
was jointly sponsored by Animal Medical Care, the Oregon Coast Aquarium, Oregon Department of Fish
& Wildlife, the OSU Marine Mammal Institute, the Oregon Marine Mammal Stranding Network, and the
Port of Newport.

The Army Corps’ of Engineers’ hopper dredge Yaquina returned to Newport in May and removed
43,000 yards of material from the inner bar over 4-1/2 days of work. Yaquina will be back in August.

Richelle Burns has been hired as an accounts payable clerk, replacing Bette Rackleff who retired at
the end of May after six years of service to the Port.

The south side operations crew reported for work

V'Kids Don’t Float...cive Them Something That boss
The sport fishermen turned out, even though the
weather was not ideal. Port staff, the police
volunteers, and the Longview Hills Fishing Club
kept traffic moving smoothly. There will be
another halibut opener on the first weekend in
June.

Port staff completed the installation of new
deck planking, fire main, potable water, and
sanitary sewage piping at the South Beach Fuel
Dock.

The RV Park is completely sold out for the
Fourth of July weekend and there are more than
20 names on the waiting list.
