NOAA MOC-P Homeport Project 

     The NOAA Homeport Project is on a fast track.  At a special 
meeting on September 29, 2009, the commission convened as 
the Port of Newport’s Local Contract Review Board and voted 
to exempt the project from the traditional competitive bidding 
process because of the critical timeline, and instructed staff to 
solicit requests for proposals for a Construction 
Manager/General Contractor (CM/GC).  Eleven proposals have 
been received.  A selection committee has been appointed to 
review the proposals and make a recommendation on an 
apparent successful finalist by October 21, 2009. 
     The finance team holds weekly conference calls that 
include bond counsel and the port’s legal counsel.  At a special 
meeting on October 7, 2009, the port commission approved a 
resolution authorizing the issuance of taxable lease revenue 
bonds, and approved the master lease revenue bond 
declaration.  The state has moved up the bond sale from May 
to early November, so bond revenue, along with lottery grant 
funds, should be accessible by early December.  According to 
the terms of the NOAA lease, the port is required to complete 
the new NOAA MOC-P Homeport by May 1, 2011.

International Terminal Project Update 

     Day CPM, project manager for the NOAA MOC-P Homeport 
Project, has been retained as an independent manager for the 
Terminal Renovation Project.  KPFF will continue as consulting 
engineers on the project.  The work scope will include removal 
of both the Pasley and Hennebique.  The structural and civil 
engineering on the new alternative design is nearly 30% 
complete.  With direction from the permitting agencies, a 
defined cost and time line for removing both ships will be part 
of the new Joint Permit Application (JPA).  The goal for 
submitting the JPA is early next year, with a target date of 
January 2011 for completion of the project.
